
Connecting Your APC Protectnet Gigabit Ethernet Pro tector 
 
 
 
IMPORTANT:  Do NOT attempt to install the APC Protectnet Gig abit Ethernet 
Protector if you are unfamiliar with AC electrical safety precautions. Turn off all 
power to the electrical outlet to be used BEFORE pr oceeding with the installation.  
 
 
 
Installation Steps: (also see instructions and diagram included with your APC Protector) 
 

1. Switch off all power to all equipment to be protected. 
2. Disconnect the Internet service connection (Ethernet cable) at your PC (or whatever equipment 

you intend to protect). 
3. Connect this cable (from #2 above) to the jack located at the top of the APC Protector (the end 

with the wall mounting hole). 
4. Connect the included 6-inch Ethernet cable to the jack located at the bottom of the APC 

Protector. (Marked on the Protector face with a small red circle and arrow) 
5. Connect the other end of this Ethernet cable (see #4 above) to the input jack on your PC. (The 

jack you disconnected in Step #2 above) 
6. Connect the green/yellow striped ground wire to the ground. (See pictures below for correct way 

to connect this wire.) 
 
 
 

 

 
Pictures above show proper grounding of your APC Protector. If your 

electrical system is a newer 3-wire system (shown above), connect the 
APC Protector to the grounding screw on the outlet. (see notes at right) 

Do NOT attempt this step 
until power to the outlet is 
turned off. 
If you have an older 2-wire 
electrical system (without the 
extra grounding wire), you 
may leave the APC Protector 
ungrounded. However, doing 
so could render your APC 
Protector ineffective. 
Attaching the ground wire to 
the outlet cover screw may 
not result in adequate 
grounding of your APC 
Protector. 

  

 

Do NOT connect the APC 
grounding wire to your PC or 
other equipment. (See picture 
on left.) Doing so could 
render your APC Protector 
useless and allow serious 
damage to your PC or other 
equipment should a power 
surge should occur.
